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PREFACE 

NO explanation of the plan of this work is needed by those 
.l. who are in the habit of examining genealogical books; but 
those who will care most for this publication are perhaps wholly 
unaccustomed to the methods ordinarily employed to exhibit 
descent through successive generations. 

The first ancestor is numbered one, and such of his male chil­
dren as had families which became known to me are numbered 
serially by Arabic numerals. The children of each family are 
themselves numbered with Roman numerals. Immediately after 
the name of the head of a famij.y is a succession of names showing 
his line of descent from the original emigrant. For instance, 
William [Benjamin3, John2, Jeremiah1] shows that William Vail 
was of the fourth generation; _his father was Benjamin; his 
grandfather, John; his great-grandfather, Jeremiah. 

Children are named in the order of their birth, when ascer­
tained. The record of a daughter is given entire in the father's 
family. A son's record is there given entire only when no 
descendants have been found. 

The first Index refers to the Vails only by their Christian 
names and by the number of the page. The second Index refers 
to names of other families, either those who married Vails or 
who are incidentally named in the text. 

In the English colonies in America until the year 1752 the 
legal year began on March 25th and March was the first month. 
In that year the Gregorian calendar was accepted and the eleven 
days after September 2d were dropped and the next day was 
called the 14th. At the same time the legal year was made to

begin on the first of January. For many yea.rs afterward dates 
between January 1st a.nd March 1st were given a double year 
number-one for the Old Style and the other for the New. It 
was customary at that time to make public records by the number 
of the month instead of naming the month. No effort has been 
made to modernize dates in this publication except to give num­
bered months their right name. 

It is not the intention of the writer to make any future publi­
cation on this subject. It is very certain that the utmost per­
fection has not been reached, although great effort has been made 
to avoid gross blunders. Emendations, corrections or additions 
are solicited and due note will be made of them in an interleaved 
copy which may be used by some future laborer who, it is hoped, 
will make a more complete and a more worthy memorial of the 
family. My thanks are due to many correspondents who have 
aided in the collection of material for this compilation.

INTRODUCTION 

THESE notes relating to the Vail Family originated in a 
private record of such genealogical facts as I was able to 

gather respecting my immediate ancestry. The collection of 
this material and its verification from private and public rec­
ords led me gradually to extend my plan: bnt thave at no time 
proposed to write a complete genealogy of the family,-indeed, 
I am quite sure that I have not traced all the descendants of the 
first emigrant. So far as I have gone, however, I have endeav­
ored to make the tracings clear and have often indicated the 
sources of authority for the guidance of any future investigator. 

When I had fully established the line of my own descent from 
Jeremiah Vail and traced some of his immediate descendants, 
the papers collected by Mr. Alfred Vail of Morristown, N. J., 
were fortunately entrusted to my ca.re for arrangement, indexing 
and binding. These papers _are now the- property of the New 
York Genealogical and Biographical Society. 

Mr. Ali'red Vail was the son of Judge Stephen Vail of Morris­
town, N. J. He learned the trade of a mechanic in his father's 
shop, the Speedwell Iron Works. When of full age he became 
desirous of attaining a more thorough scholastic education. 
Against his father's wishes he took up the study of the classics 
and pursued his course at the University of the City of New 
York until 1836, when he graduated. After a short rest at Mor­
ristown for the recovery of his impaired health he returned to 
New York in 1837 to seek employment. There he met Professor 
S. F. B. Morse and became interested with him in the develop­
ment of the Electric Magnetic Telegraph. 

Their joint experiments were carried on at the Speedwell Iron 
Works. Mr. Vail's skill as a mechanic enabled him to supple­
ment Professor Morse's inventive ability and the contrivance of 
the machines for transmitting and receivi.ng as well as the dot 
and dash alphabet, now so well known, were 'largely due to Mr.

Vail. The first recorded dispatch was sent and received through 
three miles of copper wire strung up in a large building belong­
ing to the Speedwell Iron Works in Morristown, N. J. This 
message was "A patient waiter is no loser." The two partners 
in this invention then tried the adage and waited two years for 
Congress to pass a bill making an appropriation for the building 
of the first telegraph line from Washington to Baltimore. 

Meanwhile Mr. Vail took his brother's place in the works at 
Morristown and later in the locomotive works of Baldwin, Vail 
and Hufl.y at Philadelphia. The electric telegraph was shown 
before Congress at the Capitol in Washington on January 7, 
1838. The bill authorizing the building of a line by the Post 
Office Department was passed in the winter of 1841-42. Mr. Vail 
then went to Washington with his family and joined Professor 
Morse in the construction of the first practical telegraph line. 
When completed Mr. Vail became the assistant superintendent. 
After the line was built and tested, it was necessary to show the 
public that the message was actually sent by electricity, and 
then it was necessary to get business. The patents were offered 
to the government but this offer was wisely declined. 

Mr. Vail's health failed in 1849 and he returned to Morristown, 
where he resided until his death in 1859. During these last ten 
years of his life· he amused himself by collecting information 
with regard to the Vail Family. He devised a system of blanks 
which he sent out to every one becoming known to him bearing 
the name of Vail and to every one descended from a Vail, seek­
ing from each one the facts relating to that particular family. 
These he soon gathered into classes and distinguished by names 
according to the locality where they first appeared in his reports. 
These classes were Westchester, Orange County, Morris County; 
Long Island, Huntington and some others. He was indefatigable 
in his correspondence, and his original letters, with their replies, 
were carefully filed and were faithfully studied. He was cau­
tious in arriving at conclusions and checked the replies from one 
source with those from another. He was courteous and persuasive. 
~e seldom failed to interest his correspondents in his labor, and 
when he once interested men or women he taught them how to 
aid him. His patience and perseverance wore out the obstinacy 
of the busiest men and forced them to hunt up old family bibles 
and copy their records. He personally visited many of the chief 
centers where Vails had resided and made his inquiries from 
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house to house, filling blank records with his own hand for 
their families. He spent days in court-houses copying old wills 
and deeds, and he in one case made his own index to the papers 
because he found the public index defective. He was as solicit­
ous to gather the descendants in the female line as in the male, 
and in consequence he collected three times as much data regard­
ing persons bearing other names as he did of those named Vail. 
His circulars pledged the publication o.f these memorials and 
the preservation of the original material. He did not live to 
complete the task-no single life could complete what he under­
took. For many years after his death his papers remained. 
unused. About 1899 they were given by his son to the Genea­
logical and Biographical Society of New York, and in the winter 
of 1901 they were entrusted to my hands. They are now so 
bound, arranged and indexed as to be available to all genealog­
ical searchers, and they contain much information that would 
have otherwise been lost. The use· of these letters has enabled 
me to fill out the skeleton which I had already prepared from 
public records, family bibles and correspondence. I have in 
many cases sought out the families with whom he corresponded. 
Whenever I could readily discover them I have tried to get 
information with respect to the later generations. Mr. Alfred 
Vail's latest information was nearly fifty years old. 

Mr. Alfred Vail published some sheets showing the progress 
of his work. In these loose, yellow, closely printed slips few 
families are traced beyond the Revolution. Previous to the 
Revolution a large part of the family lived on Long Island. 
After the Battle of Long Island, August 27, 1776, the entire 
island was fully occupied by the English. It was their secure 
camping ground ea.ch winter for the main army, including Brit­
ish regulars, Hessian and other German mercenaries, and Amer-

. ican Royalists.1 · 
At the opening of the Revolution the eastern towns of Long 

Island, which were settled chiefly by English-speaking emigrants,

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and which had for years formed an integrnl part of the colony 
of Connecticut, strongly favored the cause of Congress and op­
posed the arbitrary government imposed by the English Parlia­
ment. Committees of correspondence were formed, and the 
militia was organized, officered and drilled. At the date of the 
Battie of Long Island the troops on the eastern end of Long 
Island were under command of General Nathaniel Woodhull, 
then the acting president of the Provincial Congress of New 
York. He was captured, wounded, and died in prison. The scat­
tered body of militia left on the island wisely :fled to the mainland. 
One company from Southold marched the length of Long Island 
under command of Captain Jonathan Bailey in July, 1776, and 
reached the Continental army in time to take part in the Battle 
of Brooklyn with other "minute men" under Colonel Josiah 
Smith: Most of the other troops from eastern Long Island were 
ordered to drive away cattle, horses and sheep that might llther­
wise be seized by the British army.1 

Many entered the Continental service, but others, having de­
pendent families, sought a precarious livelihood by farming and 
sea-faring all along the southern shore of New England, and 
others found new homes in the recesses of the wilderness. Sev­
eral of the Long Island Vails served in the Continental army 
and more than one received a pension for services. Some of the 
Orange County Vails rendered conspicuous service: two were 
killed at the Battle of Minnisink. One of the Vails in that county 
sympathized with the Royalist government and at the close of 
the Revolutionary War migrated with other loyalists to a new 
home in the wilds of New Brunswick, where Mr . .Alfred Vail 
found his descendants-respectable, intelligent and God-fearing 
men. 

Thus the family was scattered. . They became pioneers in 
newly settled regions of New York, Vermont, Pennsylvania, 
Ohio, Alabama, Virginia, Louisiana, Indiana, Michigan and of 
nearly every other state. The families lost all track of one 
another and the stress and struggle for existence was too severe 
to allow time for the maintenance of correspondence or even for 
the preservation of family records. The old family bibles were 
left at the homesteads, and the traditions of the origin of the 
family grew fainter with each remove and in each generation. 
The consequent ignorance on the part of these remote families

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of their descent and connections was inevitable and was one of 
the results of their loyalty to the cause of the colonies. 

Long Island suffered during the Revolution as the Valley of 
Virginia did in the war of 1860-6. • It was stripped of food, of 
cattle and live stock, of fences, and even of forests; as it was for 
several winters the chief source of fire-wood not only for the 
British camps on the island, but for the city of New York. 

It is therefore not strange that few of Mr. Alfred Vail's corre­
spondents could trace their descent back of their grandfather. 
The higher lines have been partly found in the broken records 
on Long Island and have been partly restored by careful study 
and comparison of the half-facts reported by widely separated 
branches of the family. 

Since the day when Mr. Alfred Vail corresponded laboriously 
with all persons of the Vail name he could find in America 
much has been done to lighten such labor". There is now a vast 
mass of printed matter relating to the history of other allied 
families and this serves to check and correct misinformation; 
but what is more important, many towns have printed either 
their entire records or extracts from them, thus making it easy 
for the student of the early days to examine and compare, in his 
own study, records that in 1850 could only be consulted where 
they were preserved, and then only under certain restrictions. 
We also have many histories of towns which contain much valu­
able genealogical material. 

The settlers of the towns on the eastern end of Long Island 
were nearly all originally from England, and many of them 
landed in Massachusetts or Connecticut and left in those colonies, 
by legal records, evidence of their presence. Notwithstanding 
the quite general tradition of Welsh descent for the Vail family 
as stated by Mr. Alfred Vail in his printed sheets, I am clearly 
of the opinion that the first ancestor came from England, 
although I have found no positive evidence to that end. The 
name is now not unusual in England, and the family was located 
there as early as 1341. At least three branches of the English 
family have been entitled to use armorial designs;. but I have 
not myself found a case where such right was antecedent to the 
probable departure of our ancestor from English soil.1 There is

no evidence that he claimed to be of gentle birth, and the social 
distinctions were quite as clearly maintained in America before 
the Revolution as they are now in England. 

America was not settled by the rich or the nobly born. The 
sons of earls and dukes did not seek homes in the unknown 
wilderness. The yeomen and mechanics from England were our 
best blood, and many families who have assumed armor at the 
present day find their first ancestor in this country describing 
himself in his deeds and in his will as yeoman, weaver, carpenter 
or sailor. 

Nowhere have I found evidence that the early generations of 
Vails claimed the right to coat armor. There is no great estate 
in England or elsewhere to dazzle our imagination or deplete our 
pockets. The first of our name described himself in deeds, some­
times by his calling as a blacksmith, at other times, by his own­
ership of land free from all feudal service, as a yeoman. The 
English yeoman was a farmer owning his land in fee simple, and 
he was next to the gentry in rank. 

I must leave to others the task of tracing the line of our de­
scent to England or elsewhere, and if it should chance to include 
one Abra.ham Veale who in 1575 published a Proper New Book 
in Cookery, I shall not feel disgraced. It was one of the earliest 
English books on cooking, and the female Vails can at least lay 
claim to some culinary skill-inherited or acquired. 

No one of the early generations of the family held high office 
in church or state; yet they have held the lesser offices with 
credit; but the Vails have taken their full part by one or more 
of their members in every war named in our school histories. 
They took their share in the constant watch and ward incident 
to the early conflicts with the Indians; they were engaged in the 
great struggle which settled the question whether the English 
or the French race should rule America. More than twenty ap­
pear on the rolls of the Revolutionary War for the State of New 
York alone, and three of these were pensioned. In the war of 
1812 two were present at the Battle of New Orleans, and one of 
them was promoted by General Jackson to the rank of major

It is an example of canting ar­
mor. I note that the calves are 
golden calves. 
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"for gallant conduct on the field of battle." The family can be 
found in numbers on the rolls of both Federal and Confederate 
armies; but I know of no case where the sons of one mother 
were arrayed in arms against one another. Even in the latest 
war with Spain some of the descendants of Jeremiah Vail wore 
the uniform of the United States. 

The books that have been most useful in this compilation are 
the Records of the Town of Southold, edited by Mr. J. Wickham 
Case; the Personal Index/or the Toum of Southold, by Mr. Charles 
B. Moore; Rev. Epher Whittaker's History of Southold and the 
loquacious, amusing but somewhat unreliable Journal of Augus­
tus Griffin; the printed Records of Easthampton, Huntington 
and Southampton, Long Island; the volumes of the New Engla11d 
Genealogical Register and of the N.ew Yo-rk Genealogical and 
Biographical Reco·rd. References have been. made occasionally 
to these volumes. 

I have also been greatly aided by a considerable number of 
letters selected from the old dower chests that stood in the attic 
of the homestead in Vermont. These early emigrants to Ver­
mont kept up a correspondence with their• relatives on Long 
Island and also received letters from descendants who went out 
from this home to new homes in the South and West. Fortu­
nately many of these were preserved for more than a century. 
I had also a diary and account-book kept by a Vermont emi­
grant from 1760 until 1807. This has been a mine of informa­
tion for which I feel thankful to the worthy man who made the 
record aud to those who preserved it reverently to the present 
day. 

As I have said, my record was commenced with reference only 
to the immediate relatives tracing to the brothers who went to 
New Hampshire Grants before Vermont was organized. Not­
withstanding the enlarged field I have not stricken out the fuller 
details that I had already collected respecting the Ii ves of my 
own immediate ancestors. The whole work is merely an expan­
sion of a private record and was not at first intended for print. 
It can have no possible interest to the general public, and there 
is no reason for excluding that which may interest those for 
whom the work was specially prepared. 

The Vails in this country are not all descended from Jeremiah 
Vail. No one has thus far made a closer study of the family 
than was made by Mr. Alfred Vail. The discovery of the will of 
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the first Jeremiah Vail by Mr. Charles B. Moore and its publica-
. tion in the Ne10 York Genealogical and Biographical .Record 1 

served to join four of the separate classes formed tentatively by 
Mr. Alfred Vail in one line of descent. There can be no ques­
tion that the classes distinguished by him as Southold, Long 
Island, Connecticut and Orange County all descend from Jere­
miah Vail. The Huntington Class formed by him traced to Moses 
Vail of Huntington, Long Island, who was given an apocryphal 
father nruned George. No such name appears on the early rec­
ords of any of the towns on the eastern end of Long Island. 
There is no evidence of his birth, marriage or death ; he had no 
land, paid no taxes, held no office. In my opinion he is a myth­
ical personage, and the only authority for his existence even in 
this capacity was a correspondent of Mr. Alfred Vail's, who was 
not himself a member of the family, but who wrote as one having 
a definite innate knowledge of early generations. I think it pos­
sible that Moses Vail descended from the ~outhold family. Sev­
eral of the early settlers of Huntington moved thence from 
Southold. 

Repeated efforts have been made to show relationship be­
tween the Southold Vails and the Westchester Vails. It is clear 
that the Vails in Morris County, N. J., Essex County, N. J., 
Butler County, Ohio, Troy, N. Y., and some of those in Virginia 
and Pennsylvania, have a. common origin which appears strongly 
in the earliest records of Westchester County. I am of the opin­
ion that the head of this family was Thomas Vail. 

In the list of the townsmen of Southampton, Long Island, 
made May 10, 1649, appears the name of Thomas Vayle; but he 
is not accounted a "perfect freeman." This is probably no insin­
uation of personal imperfections on his part, but is an indication 
that he was not admitted to some rights and responsibilities that 
were given to a select number-probably he was not a church 
member. He and his wife Sarah lived at Southampton and 
bought land of Mr. Mitchell in the "great playne." In March, 
1651, he drew an allotment division for a £100 lot. 

In the early records of Southampton there are many trials of 
cases involving slander, and in October, 1650, this family had 
some difference with a neighbor, and they were both · ordered to 
appear and answer at the next court. It was a duplex suit, and 
in June, 1651, the trial was held, - George Wood vs. the wife of

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Thomas 'Veale; defendant, and Thomas 'Veale against George 
Wood; both cases for slander. The verdict was worthy of Solo­
mon; as both patties were ''acquitted and the one set against the 
other as equivalent in bad lan~uage each to other.'' Yet on the 
same day and in the same court there is record that Sarah Veale, 
the wife of Thomas Veale, was sentenced by the magistrates, 
"for exorbitant words of imprecations to stand with her tongue 
in a cleft stick soe long as the offence committed by her was read 
and declared_;, Sarah may have lost her temper at the previous 
dubiot1s verdict declaring the language of the two parties equally 
bad; and expressed her mind clearly but not acceptably, 

Some two years later there was a. fresh outbreak of litigation 
for slander; and on September 12, 1653, "Tho. Vale'' entered an 
action for slander against the wife of Samuel Dayton, claiming 
an injury of £40. With remarkable promptness this case was 
concluded September 16 of the same year "at a purchased cort!' 
This means a Murt called at the request and expense of the par­
ties and not impliedly coi."rtlpt. trhe verdict rendered by the jury 
of twelve men whose names are recorded was in favor of Vail for 
£3; "with iiltitea.se of Cort charges." So the loser "purchased'' 
the court. 

In May; 1654, Thomas Vail received another allotment of 
land, £50 in value. There his record in Southampton seems to 
end; but in li62 a Thomas Vail; with his wife Sarah, appears in 
the records of Westchester, N. Y. Not on]y was there one 
Thomas Vail in Westchester, but a second appears as Thomas 
Vail; Jr., and in a few years other Vails appear on the public 
records and founded the family which was especially interesting 
to Mr. Alfred Vail because he traced his own ancestry to it. 

I have not yet been able to establish clearly the succession of 
the early generations of Westchester Vails, but I believe that 
their ancestor was Thomas Vail and that he was a relative of 
Jeremiah Vail-possibly a brother. Mr. Howen in his History of 
Southampton states that Thomas and Jeremiah were "probably'' 
brothers. 

There have been other migrations of Vails from the o]d coun­
try to this, and Mr. Alfred Vail even found one family that came 
directly from Ireland. He found another which had lately ar­
rived from Warwick, England. These Jater migrations merely 
indicate that the family is widely scattered, as any family must 
be in the course of centuries. 
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JEREMIAH VAIL 
SALEM-SOUTHOLD 

IT was in ~ome respects fortunate for America that Charles I. 
of England was an unwise, inconstant ruler. His acts drove 

to New England thousands of the best yeo~en of England. 
A few even of the gentry came over, of wht>m Sir Harry Vane 
was the most conspicuous. When Parliament took up arms 
against the king, Sir Harry Vane returned to England and 
fought under Cromwell. Others of less note went back to Eng­
land for the same purpose. It is said that George Dennison left 
the grave of his wife immediately after her burial and sailed 
directly to England, where· he fought valiantly for the -Parlia­
mentary cause until the king was captured and beheaded.· Den­
nison then took part, under Cromwell, in the stirring campa1gns 
in Ireland, where he found his second wife. He then returned 
to New England with his wife as quietly as if he had merely 
been off on a summer vacation. 

The greatest single mass of emigrants that came to New Eng­
land in the seventeenth century was .composed of men such as 
are described above~ They landed at a place then inhabited by 
a few Englishmen, and which they called by its Indian name, 
Naumkeag. The- new settlers under Captain John Endicott 
called the place Salem, or Peace. 

In 1639 Salem had become the largest. town in America. occu­
pied by people speaking the English tongue. There were then 
but ten or a dozen scattered groups of white settlers on the 
whole Atlantic coast, and Salem had about one thousand inhab­
itants. Among them there was a blacksmith named Jeremiah 
Vail. This was our first ancestor; · 

We do not know by what ship he came nor the port from 
which he sailed. There is evidence to show that he was Eng­
lish and not Welsh.1 He was married, and his wife's name was

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probably Catharine. He had three children born there, and they 
were duly baptized in the First Church of Salem, in which Sam­
uel Skelton was pastor and Francis Higginson was teacher. This 
baptismal record approximates their birth dates. 

He joined with his fellow-settlers in the struggle for existence 
in the forest-clad hills. He aided to clear the forests, to build 
houses, to make roads and to fight Indians. The public records 
of that date are wonderfully full when the stress of labor, of 
watching and of fasting is considered. Private records are, 
however, very rare and scanty; even the records of family bibles 
do not well cover this earliest period. 

According to the public records of Salem, Mass., J ere~iah 
Vail was a witness there in a. court held July 24, 1639; he be­
came a proprietor in 164 7; bought land in 1648 ; sold it in 1651 
and removed out of the jurisdiction.1 On April 6, 1645, Cath­
arine Vail was admitted to the church in Salem.2 This was 
probably his wife. It is probable that Jeremiah Vail followed 
his trade as blacksmith in Salem for eleven years. He then 
removed to Gardiner's Island, then called the Isle of Wight. 
Previous to his removal to Gardiner's Island, at a town meeting 
held in Southampton, Long Island, June 17, 1651,3 the town 
"Granted a £100 lot to Jeremy Veale, Blacksmith of Salem 
[M~s.] provided he do come and settle here before January next 
and that to his power he in readiness doe all the blacksmith 
work that the inhabitants doe stand in need of." This· offer of 
land in Southampton probably originated with Thomas Vail, who 
was a resident at Southampton before May 10, 1649. It has been 
assumed that Thomas Vail and Jeremiah Vail were brothers. 
They were probably related. 

Jeremiah Vail .did not accept the offer of land made by the 
town of Southampton, but with Anthony Waters took charge of 
the farm of Lieutenant Lion Gardiner on his island, which he had 
bought from the Indians in 1639, and to which he removed after 
his term of service ended at Fort Saybrooke. Lieutenant Gar• 
diner remained on the island for some years, but in 1653 took, 
his family over to Easthampton and left Gardiners Island in 
.charge of his farmers. In legal and ecclesiastical affairs Gardi­
ner's Island was subject to the authority of the town of East­
hampton, and its early records contain several brief statements

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respecting Jeremiah Vail. There was a difference between him 
and an Indian sachem named W yandance with regard to an old 
log canoe. It was taken into court by Lieutenant Gardiner and 
decided against Vail, and he paid the Indian damages. In this 
case servants on the island under Vail appeared as witnesses. 

From 1653 until 1655 J eremiab Vail superintended the farm 
work on Gardiner's Island and was occupied in reducing to cul­
tivation that wooded waste of land.1 On February 12, 1655, by 
action of the town of Easthampton, it was "Ordered that Jere­
miah Vaile shall have the Lott adjoining to Joshua Garlick Re­
served for him till his time be expired with Mr. Gardiner." 2 

This lot was opposite the present site of the Presbyterian church 
in Easthampton, and there beside his neighbor," Goodman Gar­
lick,3 he lived with his family for four years, 1655-59. 

Goody Garlick, the wife of J oshu.a Garlick, had the misfor­
tune to be accused as a witch, and in February, 1657, had her 
trial in Easthampton. There was much of the usual testimony 
given in such cases, tending to show that Good wife Garlick had 
exerted some mysterious evil influence upon certain ill persons 
and weak-minded children ; bat Goodman Vail and his wife ap­
peared as witnesses in her behalf, and his testimony tended to 
show that the supposed supernatural events came from simple 
and ordinary physical causes.' When the belief in witchcraft 
was so strong and terrifying it is worthy of notice that Jere­
miah Vail showed a sound head and a good heart. As for 
Goody Garlick, the Easthampton authorities, after taking much 
rambling and incoherent evidence which was gravely recorded 
in the town books, concluded that their wisdom and experience 
were not sufficient for so important a case, and they sent her in 
March for trial to the authorities at New Haven, Ct. Under the 
town laws witchcraft was subject to the death penalty. Gov­
ernor Winthrop was a wise man, and after due examination he

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sent Good wife Garlick back to her home and wrote a letter to 
the authorities in Easthampton charging them to "carry neigh­
borly and peaceably without just offence to Jos. Garlick and his 
wife and that they should do the like to you." This letter ended 
witchcraft trials in that town.1 

Before March 24, 1659, Jeremiah Vail sold his homestead in 
Easthampton to Robert Parsons and John Kirtland,2 and he 
probably then removed to Southold, Long Island, where he had 
owned land for some seven years.3 

No record has been found of the death of his first wife, the 
mother of his three eldest children; but she died about this date, 
and in Liber B, p. 117, of the Southold records is found the evi­
dence of his marriage, May 24, 1660, to Mary Paine, widow of 
Peter Paine.' His daughters were then sixteen and thirteen 
years of age respectively, and his son Jeremiah was eleven. His 
settlement at Southold became permanent, and he lived there on 
the lot which.had been occu"Qied by Peter Paine. 

It seems, however, that Jeremiah Vail did not remove all his 
propercy from Easthampton. A cow in the keeping of Stephe~ 
Osburne was attached, "prised" · and sold to satisfy the town 
rates and the claim of a Pequot Indian for- labor. A bill of par­
ticulars is on record including four shillings for the " transport 
of the pay to the pequit," and the town got its rates. After that. 
date, December 27, 1660, his name does not appear in Easthamp­
ton records.5 

· Since Southold thus became the permanent home of J ereMiah 
~ail, it may be well to give a sh.ort account of this town. o_:•gi-

. nally it· embraced all the northea~tern end of Long Island west­
ward of Wading River and north of Peconic River and Bay; 
with. the islands adjacent on the east. (See Map.) It extended 
fully one· third across Long Island from east to west. The two 
towns of Riverhead and Shelter Island have been organized 
from territory formerly within Southold. 

There were settlers in Southold before the arrival of the Rev. 
John Youngs and his associates, but the organization of the town 
and of its church dates from his coming in Octob~r, 1640. The

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town took its name from that of Southwold, England, where 
the Rev. John Youngs probably preached and where his parents 
lived. Some of his congregation came from Suffolk County in 
eastern England, and later this name was given to the county on 
Long Island in which Southold lies.1 The village was laid out 
at the head of a quiet bay extending westward from the narrow 
channel that separates Shelter Island from Long Island. On 
the main street, which extended westward, they laid out their 
"home lots" of from four to seven acres, giving the choicest po­
sition to their pastor, and they there built the rude log houses 
which served their temporary use. It is evident that the street 
was laid out through the woods, since seventeen years later it 
was ordered in town meeting that ei;i.ch inhabitant should take 
up and carry away all the stumps in front of his lot before 
March, 1657, on a penalty of twelvepence for each stump left.2 

The Indian title to the lands was extinguished, and later an 
English title was secured from Mr. James Farrett, the agent of 
the Earl of Stirling, to whom the Scotch-loving King James bad 
given this entire island.3 In the years immediately following 
the settlement of the town all purchases of land from the Indians 
were made in the name and interest of the "freeholders and in­
habitants," and were held by them or divided among them in 
proportion as each one contributed to the expense. Thus the 
commonage ·· was acquired. Later, rights in the common lands 
were granted by the town; but soon there were inhabitants who 
were not owners of commonage, and the control of the common­
age was, after much contention, given to the owners who were 
organized as a corporation separate from the town. 

Through the division of common lands the several freeholders 
became possessed of various lots, sometimes of small extent, 
dotted over a wide region. Exchanges and purchases were ac­
tive, and a series of such trades brought these scattered frag­
ments into farms of convenient size and form. 

A glance at the map which has been engraved expressly for 
this book will show the positions of the several towns which 
afforded the homes of the Vail family in the early generations. 
The names on the map are generally those found on the map in 
the first edition of Thompson's Histo-ry of Long Island, dated 1842.

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Until 1662 Southold was one of the sixteen towns forming the 
colony of New Haven; but in this year John Winthrop obtained 
a new and very liberal charter for Connecticut, which by its 
terms brought into Connecticut not only all the towns adhering 
to New Haven, but extended the limits of Connecticut "to the 
South Sea on the West pa.rte." 

Southold submitted very promptly to the authorities at Hart­
ford by a. letter dated October 4, 1662, signed by thirty-two citi­
zens of Southold, appointing Colonel John Youngs as their dep­
uty. Jeremiah Vail was one of. the signers of this \etter, which 
was read at Hartford on October 9-the day on which the char­
ter was first publicly read. At the same time twenty-six: citizens 
of Southold, including "J er: Vay le," were accepted freemen of 
Connecticut. Of this number only three were recorded with the 
honorary "Mr." 1 

This union of Long Island towns with Connecticut was of 
short duration, for in August, 1664, an English naval force seized 
New Amsterdam, which Charles II. had given beforehand to his 
brother J a.mes, then Duke of York and Lord High Admiral► 
This gift -embraced half of Connecticut and all of Long Island, 
so that the English towns on the ea.stern end of Long Island 
were by this act joined under one government with the Dutch 
towns on the western end. The English towns desired to remain 
with Connecticut They even made some show of resistance to 
the Dutch force in 1673, when the Dutch temporarily regained 
New York and held it for a year. When, however, the powers 
across the water became weary of ftghting and made peace, Feb­
ruary 19, 1674, no consideration was given to the wishes of these 
far-away towns. The entire island was joined to New York, and 
from that time Southold was a part of that colony and State. 
The inhabitants 9f this town were thus, without moving from . 
home, subject to four different jurisdictions within twelve years. · 

As a freeman of Southold Jeremiah Vail held in his own name, 
in 1676, about five hundred acres of land, and through his mar­
riage with the widoW' Paine he occupied the four-a.ere home lot 
originally allotted to Peter Paine, and held also some fifty acres 
in various other early divjsions.3 . 

In the year 1683 J eremia.h Vail appeared again in the records 
of Salem, Mass .. Acting as administrator of the estate of Nathan-

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iel Pierson, Sr., he petitioned the court for leave to sell lands in 
order to pay, the debts and divide the estate among heirs. The 
petition was granted February 16. 

On July 18, 1685, Jeremiah Vail made a deed jointly with his 
son John; both their wives, Joyce Vail and Grace Vail, signed 
as witnesses. According to the enumeration made in 1686 his 
family then consisted of four males and two females. Compar­
ing this with his will executed the previous year, it appears that 
these were Jeremiah Vail, Sr.; his sons, John and Daniel ; his 
third wife, Joyce; and Grace Vail, the wife of his son John. 
The fonrth male I cannot name. · 

In 1675 Jeremiah Vail was rated for taxation at £152, 1 he being 
then one of the well-to-do citizens of Southold; but eight years 
later he was rated at only £74. It seems that he made some pro­
vision from his estate for his elder children before making his 
will, in which no one of the three elder children was named-2 In 
this will, dated at Southold, December 4, 1685, he describes him­
self as "Jeremy Veale, Senior," thus recognizing his eldest son, 
who was then a man forty years of age, and who ·up to the date 
of his father's death signed his name "Jeremiah Vail, Junior." 
This will was probated October 19, 1687. It is therefore probable 
that the senior Jeremiah Vail died in 1687, aged nearly seventy 
yea.rs. By will, he gav:e his dwellin~ house, certain lands and a 
right of commonage, with all his household goods and movables, 
cattle, borses and swine, to his son John, reserving to his "beloved 
wife Joyce Vale her thirds during her life." To his son Daniel he 
gave certain lands and a :fi.rst lot of commonage: He also gave 
lands to Jeremy Foster,_the son of Joseph Foster of Southamp­
ton, and other lands to Thomas ~ustan of Southold, his " well 
beloved friend and neighbor." 3

It will be noticed ~at John Vail inherited the homestead in

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Southold subject to the widow's use. We should therefore ex­
pect to find these names associated later, and they do so appear 
in the census list of 1698. 

It is possible to learn much of the manner of life in those days 
by a careful study of their public records-the action of town 
meetings and the records of court proceedings, their deeds, wills 
and the occasional subsequent inventories. From these we learn 
what tools they had, what supplies they kept, what furniture was 
in their houses, what clothing they wore and what they ate and 
drank. 

The settlers of Southold were Puritans in full accord with th~ 
colony of New Haven. The first minister, Rev. John Youngs, 
was probably an ordained priest of the English Church, and his 
father, Rev. Christopher Youngs,1 was vicar of Reydon, Suffolk 
County, England, some three or four miles northwest from the 
villag.e on the coast o~ the North Sea named South wold. It is 
supposed that the son served as his father's curate. The English 
records show that on May 11, 1637, John Youngs of St. Marga­
rett's, Suffolk, minister, aged 35 years, and Joan his wife, aged 
43 years, with six children, were forbidden passage in the Mary 
Anne of Yarmouth to Salem in New England.2 It is supposed 
that he then went westward some twenty-five miles to Hingham 
and remained two years. But in 1640 the Rev. John Youngs 
was certainly in Southold, Long Island, with his second wife, 
Mary, daughter of Thomas Warren of Southwold, and the same 
six children named in the record of the previous attempt to 
migrate. 

On October 21, 1640, the church in Southold, Long Island, 
was founded and the Rev. John Youngs became the first pastor. 
He was a man of great ability and personal worth, and hi!! 
numerous descendants are justly proud of. their lineage. 

The church, as organized by the Puritans, was a power in the 
land. Settlers in the town were not admitted to the full rights 
of citizenship unless they were :tltted for church membership. 
The church was supported by rates or taxes collected from all 
townsmen. The affairs of the town were controlled by the town 
meetings, in which only church· members could then take part.

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The ministers were given the first choice in the allotment of land. 
They were honored in public and in private. They were con­
sulted on all important occasions and hats were removed in their 
presence. Marriages, however, were made in the presence of a 
civil magistrate and not in church or by the pastor. 

Within the meeting-house people were seated in strict accord­
ance with their supposed importance and rank. A committee 
took charge of the matter and decided where each man might sit 
or build a pew. The title Mr. was given to college graduates,

ministers, lawyers, and to such as had held public office. The 
wife of such an honored man was called Mistress. The ordinary 
townsman was called Goodman and his wife was Goodwife or simply 
Goody. In the year 1686, of the one hundred and eight heads of 
families in Southold only three were given the honorary title of Mr. 

The first houses built were merely log huts; but these were 
soon replaced by buildings framed of solid oak and covered ex­
ternally, roof and sides, with shingles. The windows were small 
and filled at first with oiled paper, but later with glass.1 The 
floors were of oak and the partitions of wainscot. The heating 
apparatus was an open fireplace of great size, and the fire in this

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served, for cooking. Beds, chests, benches, stools and a table 
formed the chief furniture. They ate from wooden trenchers or 
pewter plates. They had no forks - these were little used in 
England before 1650. The first generation drank no tea or cof­
fee. The former came in use in Massachusetts about 1700 and 
-the latter somewhat earlier. Earthen ware they had, but there 
was no china and no plated ware and very little glass ware. On 
the other hand, silver tankards and silver spoons are frequently 
mentioned in early inventories. 

Within the fireplace the swinging crane supported the iron or 
br.ass pots and kettles over the fire and turned outward to admit 
of their easy removal. · Iron skillets and gridirons on three legs 
snuggled among the coals in front of the logs that formed the 
fire. Later the outdoor brick oven or the Dutch oven of bright 
tin was used for baking; but at first the food was cooked by the 
direct action of the fl.re in roasting or broiling and by boiling.·. 
Beef w·as little used, as cattle were not plentiful and were'ther~­
fore dear.1 The chief meat in the earliest" years was pork, 
although fish. and game we:i:-e abundant. · · 

In<µan corn was the grain chiefly used at first,.and it was the 
great vegetable contribution. made by Att1erica to the food of 
mankind. Corn produced abundant returns as soon as the trees 
were girdled or felled and the ground was freed from other 
growths. Turnips, beans, peas and squashes were raised, but no 
potatoes. In 1585 the potato was carried from America and 
planted in ·Ireland on the estate owned by Sir Walter Raleigh. 
They came into common use in Ireland early in the eighteenth 
century and were brought thence to .America by emigrants of 
Scotch descent after 1700. They thus became known here as 
Irish potatoes. They were not commonly cultivated in England 
until about 1812. · · 

It should be remembered that some of the modern methods of 
pi:eserving food were then unknown. .They had no canned goods 
and no refrigerated beef. In the· winter salted meats and fish 
were the staple articles and vegetables were scanty. 

For drink there was plenty of water; but the Englishman of 
that day was a beer drinker. There was soon· plenty of home­
brewed beer, and later, as apple trees were grown to come into

bearing, cider was much used. The :first generations used no 
wine and but little spirits. 

Children were baptized within a week after birth with single 
scriptural names that have now passed out of use. After the 
:first generation nearly every adult person could read and write. 
From the first the inventories show that there were some books 
in nearly every house. Jeremiah Vail certainly had some in his. 

In Southold there was little danger from Indian attacks; but. 
they had more than one alarm. The church was really a fortress 
against Indian attack, and the early laws obliged each settler to 
provide himself with musket and rest, powder and balls. These 
early muskets were match-locks: .flint-locks came in use later, 
about 1690.1 

Money was reckoned in pounds, shillings and pence until after 
the Revolution. There was little coin-mostly Spanish-and 
this was worth. relatively four times as much as it is now.2 

Laws were passed providing for the prices of certain specified 
articles by way of barter, and contracts referred to these as 
"merchantable pay." None of the settlers were rich: few were 
in distress. It was a day of hand labor and most men learned 
some trade, and their deeds and wills describe them as coopers, 
mariners, cordwainers, weavers, carpenters, blacksmiths, farmers. 

Some Indians were indentured and some were enslaved. In 
1698 James Parshall of Southold sold to John Parker "an In­
dian garle .11ged about eight years, daughter of one Dorkas an 
Indian woman." The price was £16. Toward the middle of the 
eighteenth century a few negroes were held as slaves and they 
were bequeathed in wills. In 1686 there were fifteen male slaves 
and twelve female slaves in Southold. 

The first code of laws for S~uthold was concisely expressed in 
the minutes of a town meeting held April 2, 1644, as being "the 
judicial laws of God as they were delivered by Moses.'' Each 
family was supposed to have a full copy in the family Bible. 

Among the early settlers of Southold were some men of edu­
cation, while others signed with a mark, which was often an in•

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itial of their name. Philemon Dickerson signed with an N; Wil­
liam · Hallock with an H; Richard Benjamin with an R. The 
original Jeremiah Vail signed his will with a J, and his name is 
spelled in the various deeds and records in various ways, accord­
ing to the immediate fancy of the writer. I have noted the fol­
lowing spellings: Vail, Veale, Veal, Veyl, Vayle, Vale, Veil, 
Vaill, Valles and Vaille. Other names were in that day equally 
variable in their spelling. Thus Youngs appears as Yonge or 
Yongs; Whittier as Whiteer or Whitehair; Allen as Allyn, Al­
lyne and Alleyne. The spelling of the ordinary words of the 
English language was still unfixed at that time. In the earliest 
editions of Shakespeare's plays the same word is spelled in two 
or three ways, and it should be remembered that when our an­
cestor appeared in America Shakespeare had been dead only 
twenty-three years. At .the same time John Milton was thirty­
one years of age and had not yet written his Parad-ise Lost. A 
variation from our method of spelling in early writings does not 
argne ignorance on the part of the writer.

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The printed books containing records of the early towns on tong 
Island and the records of the several colonies have furnished 
many scattered facts relating to the life-work of this, our earliest 
ancestor in America. The material is scanty; but it is sufficient 
to delineate him as a strong, industrious, prudent, God-fearing 
man. 

He was diligent and careful in his business, capable of strong 
friendship, not quarrelsome or litigious. In no case is he re­
corded in taking a personal part in civil or religious strife. 

He appears of record at the witch-trial at Easthampton as 
"Goodman Vaile/' and he seems to have honored this title. There 
is ample evidence that his immediate descendants honored his 
name, since in the five succeeding generations the eldest son was 
named Jeremiah. 



SECOND GENERATION.

Like his father, Jeremiah Vail 2 was a blacksmith. During his 
father's life the son's name appears in the records of deeds as 
"Junior." On July 2, 1670, the town of Easthampton granted 
him by name a. considerable amount of land on condition that he 
would settle there and serve the townspeople as blacksmith. He 
was then twenty-one years of age. The invitation was doubt­
less declined, since the same town, on May 11, 1671, made a similar 
proposal to Thomas Smith. 

The original home of this second J~remiah Vail was the eastern 
half of the lot originally assigned to Lieutenant John Budd. 
This was sold to "Jeremiah Vail, Junior, blacksmith," by John 
Budd, Jr., on the 28th_of April, 1679.1 

This was before the days of speculation in town lots, and the 
purchase was made for the establishment of a home. This must 
be after the date of his first marriage, since single men were not 
then allowed to keep house. His children were probably born 
there, and his first wife died there. . On May 15, 1690, Ben­
jamin Moore, his nearest neighbor on the east, died, and the 
following year the widower Jeremiah Vail married Anne, the 
widow of Benjamin Moor~. In the settlement of Benjamin 
Moore's estate Jeremiah Vail and his wife Anne, '' late widow 
and relict of deceased," were appointed a.dministrators.2 Upon 
a bond dated January 25, 1691/2, to Thomas and Nathaniel 
Moore, there is a later memorandum that Jeremiah Vail was son­
in-law of Thomas Moore. This must be erroneous unless his 
first wife was Thomas Moore's daughter. He was brother-in-law of 
Nathaniel Moore, and was named one of his executors in his will.3 

In 1683, when his father's estate was valued at £74, Jeremiah 
Vail, Jr., had to pay taxes on £103. According to the town

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records, he was one of the latest of the settlers who obtained, by 
action of the town, full rights in the commonage. This was granted 
him April 3, 1684, as a '' first lot of common age." A "first lot" 
was fifty acres of ground. The entry of his land in Liber C, 
Southold Records, p. 102, describes his house-lot in Southold 
as bounded on the east by the land of Benjamin Moore, and 
embraces six other parcels and rights amounting to about seventy­
five acres. On March 10, 1687, he purchased the Point Farm from 
Giles Sylvester. This is the-most northeastern end of Long Is­
land. He lived there until his death, November 28, 1726.1 The 
farm was occupied by his family for four generations until about 
1798. . 

He was a noted fox-hunter, and it is reported that he killed 
sixty-eight foxes in the year 1700. Some of the later generations 
may trace their sporting tendencies to this fox-hunting ancestor. 

In the list of all the inhabitants of Southold in the year 1698, 
taken by order of the Earl of Bellomont. his family is named as 
follows: Jeremiah Veale, ~ne Veale, Thomas Veale, Jeremiah 
Veale, Junr., Mary Veale. He is. not responsible for this spelling 
of the family name, as may be seen from a facsimile of his 
signature. 

His will, dated January 2, 1722/3 and probated January 31 
"in the thirteenth year of the reign of our Sovereign Lord King 
George," was printed in full by Mr. Alfred Vail. In this will he 
names his wife Anna Vail and gives to her her lawful portion of° 
his estate. To his second son Thomas he gave all his houses and 
lands in Southold, "provided he shall pay out of my estate unto 
my eldest son Jeremiah Vaill" the sum of .£20, and in case of the 
refusal of Thomas to· pay this amount, Jeremiah Vail was to have 
twenty acres of the point lying next to Plum Gut. He divided his 
other goods and chattels equally among his four children, Jere­
miah Vail, Thomas Vail, Mary Goldsmith, and Martha Hortou. 
The executors were his son Thomas Vail- and his son-in-law 
John Goldsmith.2

John Vail lived at Southold in the house he inherited from his 
·father Jeremiah Vail, whose widow, Joyce Vail, was still an in­
mate of the house when the census of 1698 was taken. He proba­
bly married, in 1684, Grace, the daughter of John Braddick, a 
sea-captain who for a time lived on the western half of the lot 
originally owned by Lieutenant John Budd. John Vail's elder 
half-brother, Jeremiah, lived on the eastern half. 

Grace Vail signed a deed with Joyce Vail July 18, 1684. The 
deed was the joint act of Jeremiah Vail and John Vail. 

John Vail was appointed, November 9, 1694, guardian to Jere­
miah Foster of Southampton, cordwainer. The latter was a 
beneficiary under the will of Jeremiah Vail. 

On December 17, 1694, Jeremiah Vail, Jr., and John Vail made 
a joint deed granting land for a windmill on Orient Point. 

These and other similar evidences show the relationship of 
these parties positively, and clear away the tradition that John 
Vail came from Wales. He was born, 1663, in Southold, and was 
the son of Jeremiah Vail. 
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The censns of 1698 furnishes a. list of John's family at that date.

After his marriage Benjamin Vail removed from Southold to 
Goshen, Orange Co., N. Y. A church record at Southold reads, 
"Sent to the wife of Benjamin Vail at Goshen, sister of the 
late widow Salmon as a legacie £6." This is evidence of the 
action of the executors of the will of Mrs. Lydia. Salmon, who 
was Lydia Paine. It establishes the identity of the Benjamin 
Vail of Goshen with the one born at Southold who married Mary 
Paine. A private record kept by William Salmon of Southold 
from 1698 to 1750 affords the only available marriage and death 
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dates for many of the early residents of Southold during those 
years. It is known as the Salmon Record and is in the possession 
of Mr. N. Hubbard Cleveland, who kindly copied for me the dates 
given for the Vails. In this record there are two dates relating 
to this Benjamin Vail,-his marriage date as above and the death 
of his wife, October 2, 1788. 

The will of Benjamin Vail of Goshen, Orange Co., N. Y., bears 
date July 13, 1782, and was probated November 8, 1784.

Jeremiah Vail died in his fortieth year, and as his wife died the 
same day, their minor children were scattered. The will of 
Jeremiah Vail was found by Mr. Alfred Vail, XVI., 426, and 
was printed by him in full. It was made October 12, 1749, the 
day before his death. In it he gives to his wife Elizabeth his 
"negro girl Hagar," names Joshua Youngs and Jonathan Terry 
executors, gives nearly all his land to his eldest son, Jeremiah 5 ; 

to his second son, Thomas, £10; gives specified property to his 
eldest son when he comes of the age of one and twenty, "he pay­
ing to my brother Gamaliel £15, and £5 to my c;· dren to be 
equally divided among them." Judge Joshua You gs, who was 
named as one of his executors, was his wife's father and was de­
scended from Rev. John Youngs, the first minister in Southold. 

The children were placed in the families of different relatives. 
It is known that Abraham, who was then in his seventh year, 
went to live with his grandfather, Judge Joshua Youngs, and 
remained there until he was eighteen years old. 

The grave of Jeremiah Vail, in the old burial-ground 1 at Orient, 
L. I., is marked by a stone inscribed, "Here lies buried I The 
Body of Mr I Jeremiah Vail I who departed this I Life Oct! 13

Gilbert Vail enlisted, March 28, 1759, in Capt. James Howell's 
Company from Goshen, in Col. Tustin's Regiment. He was then 
a. weaver, twenty years old, five feet eight inches high, with fair 
hair and blue eyes. He reenlisted, March 14, 1760, in the same 
company, and was then five feet nine and a. quarter inches tall, 
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and twenty-one years old.1 This service was probably against the 
French in Canada. Some of Gilbert Va.H's descendants give his 
middle name as Ten·ant, others as Tyler. The weight of authority 
seems to be for Townshend. 

Gilbert T. Vail was in 1779 a justice of the peace at Goshen. 
In July a band of sixty Indians and twenty-seven disguised 
Tories under the command of Brant, the celebrated Indian chief, 
attacked and burned Minnisink, a village ten miles from Goshen. 
The militia. of Orange County turned out in great haste under 
command of Dr. Benjamin Tustin, Jr., to pursue and punish the 
Indians, who were supposed to be in retreat. This force of militia., 
numbering one hundred and fifty-nine men, was skillfully en­
trapped by Brant in a well-arranged ambuscade, and only thirty 
of the number returned home. All the others were slaughtered. 
Gilbert T. Vail was among the number of slain at the battle of 
Minnisink, July 22, 1779.2 The name of Gilbert Vail appears as 
a pensioner for Revolutionary services. His widow and children 
were the beneficiaries.

William Vail and his two sons, .Asa and William, were all en­
rolled in the Third Regiment, Orange County Militia (Land 
Bounty Rights), in the Revolution. There is a tradition that 
William Vail marched with his company to attack the Indians 
at Minnisink, but was assailed with a sudden and severe illness 
which prevented him from taking part in the battle where his 
brother perished.

Capt. Benjamin Vail removed with his father from Long Island 
to Goshen, Orange Co., N. Y. Later settled at Wallkill (now 
Mt. Hope), where he was a farmer and justice of the-peace. 
When the news of the invasion of this region by Indians and 
Tories under Brant reached Goshen, Benjamin Vail commanded 
a company in the militia regiment of Col Tustin, Jr., who was a 
physician at Goshen. He marched with the regiment and took 
part in the battle. The ·conflict was brief, since the militia were 
caught in a skillfully planned ambuscade formed by Brant, and 
most of the men engaged on the colonial side were slaughtered. 
Brant withdrew his own forces substantially unharmed. Col 
Tustin, Capt. Vail and nine other officers were among the slain.1 
The widow of ·capt. Benjamin Vail became a pensioner for the 
services of her husband.

The fifth Jeremiah Vail lived at Oyster Ponds, Long Island, and 
occupied the house owned by his father. His son Jonathan suc­
ceeded him there. The name of Oyster Ponds was changed to 
Orient about 1836. On September 67 1781, Benedict Arnold 
landed at New London, Ct., with a large force of British troops, 
loyal Americans and German mercenaries, and burned the town. 
A portion of his troops landed on the east side of the Thames 
River and captured Fort Griswold. Here, either by misunder­
standing or by intent, the American defenders of the fort were 
shot down after Col. Ledyard had surrendered. Arnold with­
drew his forces the same day and sailed away. A small portion 
of the British force landed on Long Island and approached the 
house occupied by Jeremiah Vail. His wife Elizabeth, seeing 
them coming, stained with blood and bearing arms, ran to the 
cellar and rolled over two huge barrels of hard cider, with 
bungs removed, and emptied them upon the ground. This she 
did to avoid furnishing intoxicating liquors to men already 
enraged and drunken.1 She was a courageous woman, capable

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of prompt and effective action, and worthy of descendants equally 
alert and forceful.

Thomas Vail was fifteen years old when his parents both died on 
one day. He learned the trade of carpenter and joiner, and later 
served one voyage as carpenter's mate in an .American privateer. 
On April 8, 17587 he enlisted as a private in Capt. Thomas 
Terry's company. In 1759 he served as sergeant in a company 
commanded by the same captain in Col. Oliver Delancey's regi­
ment, which formed a part of the force which under Gen. Pri­
deaux assailed the French fort, Niagara, at the mouth of the 
Niagara River. Gen. Prideaux was killed, but the fort was 
taken under Gen. William Johnson.1 

In 1760 he served again as lieutenant in Capt. Israel Horton's 
company, Col. Nathaniel Woodhull's regiment. His commission 
was dated May 10, 1760. 2 In that year Gen . .Amherst commanded 
the English forces. The Second New York, under Col. Nathaniel 
Woodhull, left New York City May ~1, 1760, passed np the Hud­
son River and encamped near .Albany. On June 11 the army 
moved up the Mohawk River from Schenectady in bateaux. 
They went by Wood Creek, crossed to the Oswego River and 
arrived at Fort Oswego July 8, 1760. · On August 10 the army 
marched eastward along the shores of Lake Ontario, accompanied 
by a large number of bateaux on the water. . On .August 17 they 
first met the French forces near Ogdensburg-th1m called Oswa­
gatchie. 

On Isle Roya.le below this place the French had built a fort of 
considerable strength named Fort Levis. It was under the com­
mand of the same Capt. Pouchot who had surrendered Fort Niag­
ara. the previous year. Gen . .Amherst threw up intrenchments

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and opened a cannonade which caused the surrender of the fort 
after four days. The French forces surrendered August 25, 1760. 
This was the last serious engagement of the French and Indian 
War in America. 

Six days later the English forces moved down the St. Lawrence 
River, losing some boats and many men at the rapids. On Sep­
tember 6 they landed just above Montreal, and on the evening 
of the same day advanced to the walls of the city. The most 
remarkable feature of this campaign was the meeting of the three 
divisions of Gen. Amherst's army on the same day, although 
they came hundreds of miles by widely different ways through 
an absolute wilderness. On September 8, 1760, the French gov­
ernor signed articles of capitulation and Canada became an Eng­
lish colony; but a definite trE:aty was not signed until 1763. On 
September 11 the New York regiments started home, following 
the route over which they came. They stopped at Fort L~vis, 
now renall!ed Fort William Augustus, reached Oswego September 
28 and were disbanded before winter.1 

In this.campaign of 1760 a portion of Amherst's army'under 
Col. John Goffe marched from Fort No. 4 on the Connecticut 
(now Charlestown, N. H.) to Crown Point on Lake Champlain, 
following an old Indian trail and building the first road across 
the mountains in the present State of Vermont. The heavily 
wooded slopes and fertile valleY,s of Vermont ~ere noted by the 
provincial soldiers, and withil!- four years from the close of' the 
war one ,hundred and eighteen townships had been granted for 
settlement by Gov. Benning Wentworth of New Hampshire, and 
~mong the early settlers were hundreds of the soldiers who had 
~erved under Gen. Amherst.2 

Lieut. Thomas Vail had been married two years when he served 
under Gen. 'Amherst, and his eldest son, Thomas, was an infant. 
The next ten years he lived at Oyster Ponds, Long Island. On 
May 19, 17621 he bought two acres of ground at Oyster Ponds 
of Joseph Petty. In 1768 his property was listed at £13114s. 6d.; 
in 1769 at £140 14s. 6d.; and in 1771 at £122 19s. In 1769 he 
removed with his wife and six children to Lebanon, Ct., where

Vermont, Saunderson's Histm-y of 
Charlestown, N. H., p. 95. Nearly 
every town in Vermont contained 
men who had served in the French 
and Indian War. 
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for at least one season he was on the farm. owned by Thomas 
Fanning. On May 11, 1773, he settled accounts with David Fan­
ning, the son of Thomas; but meanwhile he had been arranging 
to move to Vermont. 

The first grant of a township of land in Vermont made by 
Gov. Wentworth after the war was the town of Hartford, granted 
July 4, 1761, to sixty-four men, chiefly residents of Lebanon, Ct. 
Four days later the adjoining town of Pomfret was granted to 
John Winchester Dana and sixty-five associates. The leading 
men obtaining this grant lived in Pomfret, Ct., which town is 
some twenty miles from Lebanon. Some of the grantees were 
certainly known to Lieut. Vail, who was not himself a grantee. 

On October 15, 1772, Lieut. Vail bought of John Abbe for £15 
the "parcel of land in the 1" Division of the Town of Pomfret 
that had been owned by the late Rev. Edward Holioke,1 President 
of Harvard College, now deceased, it being number fifty-two." 

His ·next-purchase was a piece of land in Pomfret, Vt., origi­
nally drawn by John Winchester. For this he paid William 
Newcomb £15 on January 27, 1773. The deed was acknow­
ledged in Lebanon, Ct., before Justice William Williams and is 
signed by him. He afterwards made his name famous by sign­
ing the Declaration of Independence. 

Newcomb had built a camp on the land and had lived there 
one season with his son John. The tradition of their anxious 
night watch for panthers because of the hooting of an owl lost 
nothing in passing thrpugh three generations. 

The N ewcombs departed, and in June, 1773, Lieut. Thomas 
Vail took possession of the wooded upland valley opening toward 
the south that is still owned by his descendants. Later he bought 
another piece of land that had been contracted for by Rudolphus 
Bardeen, who, by tradition, was killed by an accident when fell­
ing a. tree. In -January, 1782, Lieut. Vail went back to Long 
Island, partly because of this land, which was later occupied by 
his brother, and partly to visit relatives and friends. His jour-

. nal shows that it took six days to go down and eight days to 
return. 

The titles to land in Vermont were derived chiefly through the

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charters given by Gov. Wentworth; but for many years New 
York laid claim to jurisdiction over the region. The County of 
Cumberland included the southeastern part of the present State 
and was represented in the Provincial Congress of New York. 
Some towns yielded to the demands of the New York officials 
and took out new charters; others refused. The New York fees 
were large; the settlers had paid once for their land and they 
had little respect for the decisions of far-away royal councils. 
From these land quarrels arose a bitter struggle through which 
for fourteen years Vermont was a State but was not in the Union. 
In 1776, during a recess of the Provincial Congress of New York, 
commissions were issued by its authority to the officers ·of two 
regiments of infantry within the disputed region. One of these 
commissions, signed by Nathaniel Woodhull, President, and 
John McKesson, Secretary, was sent to "Thomas Vail of Cum­
berland County Gent"" as lieutenant in the" Malitia Company of 
foot in said Pomfret whereof Joseph Marsh Esq. is Colonel" It 
is very certain that this commission was never in force, as the 
newly organized State of Vermont had a very summary way of 
dealing witn all who recognized the authority of New York within 
its borders. Within my own recollection the term "Yorker" 
was an offensive epithet when applied in Vermont to the grand­
son of one suspected of having taken part with New York in 
those days. It was apt to result in a fight or a foot race. 

Lieut. Th<;>mas Vail cleared the forest from his farm and built 
a large house which he covered with shingles-roof and sides­
just as was done on Long Island. Within was a huge fireplace 
around which gathered his numerous family. 

Three times he was called out for service during the Revolution. · 
The most serious of these alarms was caused by the burning of 
Royalton, Vt., in October, 1780. He then went as lieutenant with 
a company of men from Pomfret, under Col. John Honse, to pur­
sue the Indians and recover the captives. The Indians were over­
taken, but as they threatened to kill the captives If attacked, they 
were allowed to retreat to Canada.1 

His wife, Hannah Brown, born March 21, 1738, daughter of 
Richard Brown and Hannah (Hawk) Brown, was of a character 
to command the warmest love and respect from her children when 
time and space had separated them widely. Her gray-haired

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sons wrote her, from remote States of the West and South; letters 
that contain touching expressions of affection and regard. 

Through Hannah Brown the family inherited an heirloom in 
the shape of a silver cup bearing the hall-mark of Ed. Peacocke, 
Foster Lane, London, showing that it was made in September, 
1724:. It is marked Rt H. It was once stolen by the Hessians from 
her mother, who as a widow kept an inn at Oyster Ponds, Long 
Island. The theft was discovered before the officers left, and 
the cup was brought back and delivered by a single Hessian, 
who then leaped his horse over the fence and galloped down the 
village street. As a child I remember hearing the story from the 
lips of an aged relative who saw the H~ssians on Long Island. 
Two lives span the distance in time.1 

. 

The will of Lieut. Vail, dated September 5, 1806, was entere~ 
for probate in November of that year. His body lies in the old 
burying ground back of the schoolhouse, and the spot is marked 
by a modest memorial stone. His widow died January 18, 1825. 

It is impossible for us in this generation to understand the 
courage and bodily endurance that was required to penetrate the 
forests of Vermont more than a century ago, and clear a farm 
not only from the trees but from rocks. They set out orchards, 
built houses and barns, dug wells, and aided also in such public 
works as making the highways and bridges. All honor to the 
men who created the State of Vermont !

He was in his seventh year when his parents both died. Until 
he was eighteen he lived with his maternal grandfather, Joshua. 
Youngs. He then learned the cooper's trade and after he was of 
age made one trip as a sailor to the West Indies. He was eigh­
teen years old, of light complexion, five feet five inches tall, and a 
laborer, when he enlisted, April 24, 1760, in the company com­
manded by Capt. Israel Horton for the last year's campaign in 
the French and Indian War. His elder brother Thomas was a 
lieutenant in the same company.1 He was twenty-six when be 
married Elizabeth, the daughter of -Rev. Joseph Lee, the third 
settled minister at Oyster Ponds. The Rev. Joseph Lee was a 
"meek, quiet, good, but infirm man" who was born in 1726, mar­
ried Mary Allen, and preached at Oyster Ponds until the outbreak

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of the Revolution and the seizure of Long Island by the British. 
He then removed to Lyme, Ct., with his family. There he lived 
on a farm until his death in August, 1799. 

Abraham Vail owned and cultivated land in Oyster Ponds. 
At the opening of the Revolutionary struggle the towns at the 
eastern end of Long Island constituting Suffolk County were 
strongly in favor of the colonial cause. They organized commit­
tees of Observation and Correspondence; they signed articles of 
General Association ; they raised troops for the Continental 
Army and organized regiments of Minutemen. During this 
period the Tories were in the minority and suffered some injuries 
and more indignities. After the Battle of Long Island on August 
27, 1776, and the withdrawal of the American forces to the main­
land two days later, the fate of the island was in the hands of the 
British. Small forts were built at various places, and every win­
ter various detachments of the English army occupied them. 
These were British regulars, Highlanders, Hessians, and Ameri­
can Loyalists. 

For seven years the only government of Long Island was -by 
military law. Trade with the mainland was forbidden, and the 
prices of all farm products were fixed by proclamation. Horses, 
wagons and men were liable at all times to be impressed in the 
king's service. In the eastern part of the island there was much 
illicit trade with towns on the Connecticut shore. Imported 
goods obtained at New York were exchanged for farm produce 
raised on the mainland, which sold readily for British gold to the 
army. This trade was prohibited equally by American and Brit­
ish authority, but could not be suppressed. Through its means 
Gen. Washington was able to use spies to report on the condi­
tion and movements of the enemy's troops. 

New York City was largely supplied with fuel and forage from 
the farms of Long Island. The officers and sometimes privates 
were quartered in private houses. At times food became scarce, 
and it was at all times liable to be sei.zed by the soldiers, by author­
ity or without it. Those who had early become identified strongly 
with the colonial cause_ fled at once to the mainland. They were 
scattered along the whole coast of Connecticut, and some went 
up the Hudson River back of Newburgh. There was a second 
emigration later when the English commanders called upon the 
citizens for active assistance. It may be doubted whether those 
who stayed or those who fled were the more wretched. The fugi-
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tives in Connecticut importlmed the authorities for permits to go 
back and bring off provisions and friends. Those who remained 
protested to the Connecticut authorities against seizures of their 
property by refugees. They were years of dread, uncertainty, 
hunger, sorrow and death. Many who fled never returned. En­
tire families di~appeared from the island and were scattered far 
and near. Those who did return found their property nearly 
destroyed. 

Among those who fled from Long Island at the beginning of the 
occupation was Abraham Vail, his wife and children. He rented 
a farm in Lyme, Ct., on which he lived. Despairing of being able 
to return to Long Island, he sold his Jand there about 1780, and 
removed to Marlow, N. H. After living there one year he re­
moved to Pomfret, Vt., and bought, through his brother Thomas, 
the hundred acres west of his land. At first he occupied a part 
of his brother's log cabin, but he soon built on his own land. As 
late as May 11, 1785, this country was so wild that a bear came to 
his premises at daybreak and seized one of the hogs in the pen 
near the house. Abraham ran out, on hearing the noise, with his 
queen's-arm, which was loaded with two balls. The bear leaped 
from the pen on his coming and stood a few rods distant. The 
hog was saved, but the bear was killed and the two balls made 
four holes in the skin. 

Mrs. Vail, born March 26, 1747, was noted for her industry and 
piety. She spun and wove cloth not only for the use of her own 
large family, but for sale. When one remembers the slow, labo­
rious processes of the spinning wheel and hand loom, the magni­
tude of . such tasks is understood. She was also a good reader, 
and her children always remembered her Bible stories. Their 
children were:

In his youth he served an apprenticeship with his cousin 1Ir. 
L'Hommedieu, at Sag Harbor, as a rope-maker. At fourteen or 
fifteen he broke his indentures and went to sea. During the 
Revolution his service was from July, 1775, six months as a pri­
vate in Capt. John Hurlbut's company, New Yo1·k Militia; from 
March, 1776, thirteen months as a private under Captains_ John 
Davis and David Griffin, Col. Ludington's regiment, New York 
Militia; in the spring of 1777 three months· as a seaman on the 
schooner iJlijlin and five months on lhe brig Warren; the same 
year he served two months in the army and marc_hed to the relief 
of New London, Ct. On January 1, 1779, he enlisted on a privateer 
and served on a cruise to the West Indies. On January 12 a . 
prize was taken and he was sent as one of the crew to take her to 
New York, but the prize was recaptured February 12 and he was 
takeri a prisoner to Antigua Island. There be was detained eleven 
months and nine days, when he was placed on the British ship 
Suffolk, and was on board during the action with the French fleet 
in April. Soon after, he was, at his own request, sent to England 
and was landed a prisoner at Falmouth. Thence he escaped and 
made his way to Lisbon, thence to Cadiz, Spain, where he arrived 
February 24, 1781. He returned to the United States, landing at 
Salem, Mass. On May 5, 1781, at New London, Ct., he enlisted 
on the brig Dean and served twenty-five days. June 2 enlisted 
on the sloop Joy, and was on her when New London was burned 
and the sloop partly destroyed. September 8 enlisted again on 
the Dean, which was soon afterward captured and he was for 
thirty days a prisoner in the prison-ship Jersey. He was ex­
changed, and on March 14, 1782, enlisted on the sloop Randolph, 
where he served until July, then went on board the galley Jehit, 
and remained until August, 1782, when he left the service. Some 
thirty years after breaking his indentures at Sag Harbor he re­
turned to Long Island and bought property at Southold, where 
he lived for a year or two. He was for some years at Norwich, 
Ct., and about the year 1789 was running the packet Venus be­
tween Norwich and New York. About 1810 he went to Richmond, 
Va., where his son was a druggist. Christopher Vail established 
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a'nother drug store in the same city. This drug store was fre­
quented by Bishop Moore, his pastor, by Chief Justice Marshall, 
by John Wickham, Esq., formerly from Southold, and by other 
men of eminence, culture, and wit living at that time. Christo­
pher Vail, by his wide experience, acute observation, and keen 
wit, was well qualified to shine in such society. His son died at 
Leesburg, Va., where he had established another drug store, and 
Christopher Vail returned to Norwich, Ct., with his wife, daugh­
ter-in-law, grandson, and daughter. He brought up bis grand­
son, later Bishop Thomas Vail of Kansas, and was reverently 
remembered by him as a white-haired, handsome, intellectual man 
who was very familiar with the Scriptures. Before his death he 
was one of the oldest men in Norwich.1 At the suggestion of his 
son he dropped from his name a final l. Up to that time he 
spelled his name Vaill.

Rev. Joseph Vaill obtained at Litchfield, Ct., a common school 
education. As the eldest son of a farmer he was expected to aid

Until he was 
of age he labored with his father in support of the family. 

In June, 1772, Jeremiah Osborne, a former citizen of Litchfield, 
returned from Hanover, N. H., where he had a contract for run­
ning a gristmill and a sawmill on shares for Dartmouth Col­
lege. Benjamin Osborne, a brother of Jeremiah, had been a stu­
dent at Dartmouth since 1771, and had aided at the mills. 
Another brother, Herman, now joined the two, and Joseph Vaill 
went under an agreement to labor at the mills and pursue his 
studies. 

They traveled the hundred and eighty miles from Litchfield, Ct., 
to Hanover on foot, having one small horse to carry the packs for 
the party and relieve the footsore travelers. Three days brought 
them to the Connecticut River at Hartford, Ct. Thence they fol­
lowed the river valley northward on the eastern bank. They 
forded the Chicopee River at Chicopee, and on the eighth day of 
their journey, October 5, reached the college mills on .Mink Brook, 
one mile south of the village of Hanover.1 

The ax which Joseph Vaill had carried on his shoulder now 
became his chief tool for clearing away the dense forest and pro­
viding comfortable winter quarters in a small log hut occupied 
by the four men. Soon the severity of their l.ife discouraged 
one of their number and he returned to Connecticut. Benjamin 
Osborne was their only instructor until they entered college. They 
ran the two mills, cleared the land and planted corn, prepared 
their own food, and studied in the leisure hours. In the spring 
of 1773, Herman Osborne died of the measles. The following 
summer they built a new and more comfortable house, carrying 
some of the stones used in the chimney more than a mile on their 
backs. .After two years of this mingled toil and study Jo­
seph Vaill entered college. He was then forced to walk four 
miles every day to attend prayers and recitations besides work­
ing in the mill. This he continued to do until June, 1777, when 
he was in his junior year. Finding his health then impaired, he 
removed to college, and took charge of the tuition and care of 
certain Canadian boys for his board and tuition. In bis senior 
year he took charge of :Moor's Charity School for the education 
of Indians, which had been first organized by President Wheelock 
at Lebanon, Ct., and which was still maintained at Hanover, N. H.

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In August, 1778, Joseph Vaill graduated at Dartmouth, having 
been in college <luring most of the period of the Revolution. He 
bad joined the church in his sophomore year, and after gradua­
tion studied theology with Rev. Mr. Storrs at Northburg (now 
Plymouth), Ct. His preparation for the work of the pulpit occu­
pied two years, and on February 9, 1780, he was licensed to preach 
and ordained over the church at Hadlyme, Ct. He labored in this 
one place for fifty-six years, and on March 27, 1836, retired from 
the pastorate and went to North Killingworth (now Killingworth) 
and lived with his son-in-law, David Evarts, Esq. There be died 
November 21, 1838. 

His character as a man and his power as a preacher and pastor 
are fully set forth in a memoir written by Rev. Isaac Parsons 
and printed in 1839.

Near the close of the eighteenth century, Nathaniel Vail followed 
his two uncles Thomas and Abraham Vail to the wooded hills 
then called the New Hampshire Grants, in the region that later 
became Vermont. In his first deed for land in Sharon, Vt., he is 
described as "of Southold, county of Suffolk, state of New York." 
In his second deed, dated October 29, 1801, he is "of Sharon." 
The land which he bought was in sight of his cousin Dr. Thomas 
Vail, who married his wife's sister. The letters from Long Island 
found in the old dower chests in the Vail homestead in Pomfret, 
Vt., often contained messages of love to cousins Nathaniel and 
Elizabeth. 

His only son died in Sharon, and the solitary headstone testi­
fies that he died March 4, 1828, aged 15 years. About 1828 the

When his father removed from Long Island to Lebanon, Ct., 
Thomas remained at Oyster Ponds with his grandparents, Rich­
ard and Hannah Brown.

While teaching at Southold in 1781, and on his way to school, he 
was taken prisoner by Col. Simcoe of the Queen's Rangers, but 
was soon rel~ased.

Gamaliel Vail moved with his father from Southold, L. I., to the 
forests of Vermont when he was eleven years old. On February 
15, 1781, he enlisted at Dresden (now Hanover, N. H.) in Capt. 
Berish Green's company of rangers. He served one month and 
seven days, and marched with the company to Castleton, Vt. He 
was honorably discharged March 24, 1781. On June 26, 1791, his 
father deeded to him some land in Pomfret, Vt., for £12. Other 
papers show that he remained there until January 19, 1793. 

About 1802 he was a partner with his cousin Silas Vail from 
Southold, L. I., in a country store at Palmer, near Saratoga, 
N. Y. Their enterprise soon failed, and he went West with his 
family. Before this he had studied medicine, and he practised in 
Indiana, Kentucky and Illinois. His very interesting letters writ­
ten to his parents describe his wanderings in Ohio, Kentucky, 
Indiana and Illinois, and show him a successful practitioner, in 
advance of the doctors of his day. 

In his latest letter, dated June 25, 1831, he described his family 
as above. He was then living at Charlestown, Ind. He lost his 
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life from exposure and thirst on a vast prairie in Illinois, while 
attempting to visit a patient, at the age of seventy-three. None 
of his descendants are known/..c.

Augustus Vail inherited the farm in Pomfret, Vt., which he had 
aided his father in clearing from a dense forest.

He 
was an easy-tempered man, short, and in his advanced age some­
what corpulent, yet a good horseman, as the saddle was still in 
general use in Vermont.

Judging from his letters Maj. Samuel Vail was a charming man. 
He served his apprenticeship to the printers' art in the office of 
Alden Spoon~r at Windsor, Vt., and probably used in that place 
the old hand press that is now preserved in the State Capitol at 
Montpelier, one of the earliest presses used in New England -
indeed, some have claimed that it is the original press used by 
Stephen Daye, at Cambridge, Mass., in 1639. 

About 1795 Samuel Vail removed to Fairhaven, Vt., where he 
was in the office of J. P. Spooner and W. Hennesy, printers of 
"The Farmer's Library or Fairhaven Telegraph."1 At this time 
Matthew Lyon was the chief man in Fairhaven, and be took a 
goodly share in running the State. He was engaged in many 
kinds of business. He owned a furnace, a slotting mill, a paper

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mill, and a. printing office. He was the representative in Con -
gress from his district, 1797-1801.1 

At the close of bis second term in Congress Lyon removed 
from Vermont to Eddyville, Ky., taking with him a number of 
the inhabitants of Fairhaven, among them Samuel Vail, who 
moved the press and types belonging to Lyon as far as Louis­
ville, Ky., where be stopped and established, in 1800, the first 
paper printed in that city. On January 12, 1801, the Kentucky 
legislature passed an act authorizing him to print advertisements 
of a public nature.2 Matthew Lyon was the proprietor of the 
press and the type, and the condition of their use by Vail was that 
ten copies of each paper should be sent to Lyon. The heading of 
the paper was the identical type used in Vermont, reading " The 
Farmer's Library." The printing paper was bought at George­
town, Ky.3 

On .May 3, 1808, Samuel Vail entered the army of the United 
States as ensign in the 7th Infantry. He became second lieu­
tenant in October, 1809, and first lieutenant in March, 1811. In 
1812 he was adjutant of his regiment and in charge of a detach­
ment that made a military road from Baton Rouge, La., to Fort 
Stoddart on the Alabama River. He became captain in April, 
1814. In the campaign of 1815 he distinguished himself and was 
brevetted major under Gen. Jackson "for gallant conduct in the 
battle of New Orlean~, 8 Jan., 1815." He was honorably dis­
charged 15 June, 1815.4 

At the close of his service in the army he settled in Louisiana 
and married. He lived on a sugar plantation near Baton Rouge, 
and carried on a mercantile business. In 1831 he wrote his 
mother that he "had 10 or 12 negroes and 300 acres of land." He 
wrote a beautiful band, and expressed his thoughts clearly and 
forcibly. He gave his mother a long and careful description of 
the battle of New Orleans, and in every letter to her expressed

His racy letters to his Vermont friends are dated from Ohio, Ken­
tucky, and Louisiana. He was gay and light-hearted, a good fid­
dler and dancer, even after he was forty-three years of age, when 
he described himself as "a little man who carries 190 lbs. burthen." 
In 1802 he went to the Ohio salt licks and brought down to the 
Ohio River a quantity of salt. On the trip he met some Shawanoe 
Indians encamped on Raccoon Creek, who had that winter killed 
one hundred bears. He collected ginseng and crystallized it for 
export.· He was for a time at Bellevue, Ohio, as a merchant, and 
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one of his ventures was to ship to his brother at Louisville a lot 
of patent medicines and almanacs to be sold. 

Later he joined his brother at Louisville, Ky., and in 1805 was 
postmaster. The office was then estimated to be worth abont 
$350 a year. On February 22, 1812, he wrote from Davisburgh, 
Christian Co., Ky., stating that he was married "to a widow· who 
owned 5 or 6 slaves," lived in the country, ran the post office, a 
farm, and kept a house of private entertainment for travelers. 
His wife died of consumption in 1812, and he removed to Hop­
kinsville, Ky.; but in 1815 he was in the army .. He entered as a 
private in his brother's regiment, the Seventh Infantry, and soon 
became a regimental non-commissioned officer. He was present 
at the battle of New Orleans, and wrote to his mother in Vermont 
a long gossipy letter describing the movements. The exact date 
of his death is not known. Judging from his letters he was a 
"jolly good fellow." Child:

The scattering of the children of Thomas Vail in five different 
states of the South and West illustrates the migration from Ver­
mont in the first half of the nineteenth century.

In his old age he wrote a brief memorandum of his Recollections, 
which is treasured by his descendants, and from which I have 
drawn· many incidents. He remembered their coming from Long 
Island to Vermont to a life in log cabins, and lived to see the 
opening of the Civil War. He was.deeply impressed by the pious 
teaching of his mother, and recalled the first minister in Pomfret, 
Rev: Aaron Hutchinson, who wore a white wig and a cocked hat. 

When eighteen years of age he took a load of produce-clover 
seed, butter, and maple sugar-across the Green Mountains and 
exchanged it at Lansingburgh, N. Y., for salt and other neces­
saries. The next year he visited his relatives on Long_ Island, 
when he first met his future wife, the daughter of John Tuthill. 
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He also visited his mother's relatives at Lyme and New London, 
Connecticut. 

John Tuthill removed to Vermont with his family in 1798, and 
lived there some two years; when he moved away he left his 
daughter Elizabeth, .Allen Vail's wife. .Allen Vail then carried on 
his father's farm for some years. About 1815 he became involved 
as bondsman with Dr. Thomas Vail, his cousin. The following 
year, 1816, was the coldest ever known in Vermont; there was 
frost visible in every month of the year. Disheartened at the 
outlook, he went West to inspect land in Illinois that he owned 
through a soldier's land warrant. 

He reached Cincinnati before learning that the land was situ­
ated about 150 or 200 miles from the nearest settler. He went 
as far as Booneville, Ind., and turned back. He then sold out his 
claim on the Pomfret land to his brother-in-law Amos Wood. In 
1821 he went to Worcester, Vt., where he bought 500 acres of wild 
land. In the fall and winter of 1822 he cleared a few acres and 
built a log house, to which, in February, he removed his family. 
There were then only five families in t.b.is town. There had been 
more; but the cold summer of 1816 had caused several families 
to remove to Ohio. He was active in reorganizing a church in 
Worcester, and became one of its most highly respected citizens.

He graduated from Middlebury College, Vermont, in the year 
1808. In the winter preceding his graduation he taught the 
.Montpelier Academy, and his manuscript copy of the" Conditions 
of the Academy School" is in possession of the Vermont Histori­
cal Society. The school began December 17, 1807. "Tuition, 
for reading and writing, ten shillings and six pence, and for arith­
metic, grammar and other English studies, two dollars per quar­
ter, each scholar to be charged 3 shillings for firewood. For 
those who study the languages 3 dollars per quarter & not to be 
charged for wood." "The strictest attention will be paid to the in­
structions of the pupils. Should the school be so much crowded as 
to make it necessary to refuse any, the smallest must be excluded." 

After graduation he returned to .Montpelier, studied law and 
entered into the practice with Samuel Prentice. Prentice and 
Vail were counsel for the defendants in the first jury trial at the 
first term of the County Court for Washington County, Decem­
ber 3, 1811. He was Town Clerk in 1814. In 1828 Mr. Vail with 
Daniel Baldwin and a few others organized the Vermont Mutual 
Fire Insurance Company, and Mr. Vail was made Secretary; he 
held this office from March, 1828, until January, 1850; he was 
postmaster at :Montpelier from July, 1813, to May 15, 1839 ; mem­
ber and Secretary of the Vermont Council of Censors in 1820; 
Clerk of the County Court, 1819-20; and of the County and Su­
preme Courts, 1821-39; he received the degree of A.M. from the 
University of Vermont in 1812. His record of usefulness shows 
that he was a man highly respected. Those who remember him 
speak of him as a.fine, genial, sociable gentleman of the old school. 
Mary Maria [Tuthill] Vail, the widow of Joshua Youngs Vail, 
was born in Southold, L. I., January 10, 1787, and died at Mont­
pelier, Vt. She was a sister of Mrs • .Allen Vail and a descendant 
from John Tuthill of Southold. Confined to her bed in her lattet" 
days by a broken hip, she preserved a hopeful, cheerful spirit.

A sailor from his boyhood, Daniel H._ Vail was in command of a 
sloop when he was eighteen years old, and was ready to sail for 
any port. He was returning home from Cuba. on the night of 
February 16, 1820, when his schooner Elizabeth was capsized by a 
sudden storm on the edge of the Gulf Stream. Three passengers 
and six of the crew clung to the fragments of the wreck. Seven 
oranges were their only food. The diminishing number floated 
eleven days before they were rescued. While thus at the mercy 
of the waves, his wife and child both died. He thus at one time 
lost all his family and all his property. 

When his health was restored he crossed the mountains by 
stage to Pittsburgh, thence by flat-boat to Louisville, where his 
brother Stephen then lived. Daniel H. Vail soon served as a 
steamboat captain, commanding the Gen. Clark on the lower 
Mississippi, one of the early steamboats on that river. Tiring 
of that life, he located for a time as a merchant at Cincinnati, 
Ohio, where he married his second wife. 

In 1830 he removed to Nagadoches, Texas, where was then 
a garrison of 400 Mexican soldiers under Col. Piedras. Only 
four American families were there. In 1832 there was a revolu­
tion to depose President Bustamente and install Santa Anna. 
The citizens of eastern Texas declared for Santa Anna, and 
after a brisk fight drove Col. Piedras away. Vail took an active 
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part in the aid of Col. Bullock, who commanded the settlers. 
After this revolution be removed to Natchitoches, La., where he 
lived some years and where his second wife died. In 1857 he 
was living at Chireno, Nacogdoches Co., Texas, with his third 
wife, engaged in farming and selling Texas lands.

Rev. Joseph Vaill, D.D., graduated at Yale College in 1811. In 
this class of forty-nine members many were called upon in later 
life to fill high offices. Five were members of Congress; two, 
Roger Sherman Baldwin and Samuel S. Phelps, were sent to the 
Senate of the United States; Francis Granger was Postmaster­
General. Three were judges of Supreme Courts, one was judge 
of a superior court, and four more were judges of inferior courts 
in the States or districts where they resided. Four members of 
this class also became eminent as authors. Associated with such 
fellow-members, Dr. Vaill won distinction in college, and was 
appointed by the faculty as one of the number who represented 
the class on the stage at the Commencement when the class of 
1811 graduated. 

He was compact in form, with a round head and full face. His 
step was firm and his presence impressive. He became a ready 
speaker, and was particularly skilled in the rules governing de­
liberative bodies. He was a witty and agreeable man in conver­
sation, and possessed a fund of anecdotes illustrating the wit and 
humor of others. 

After graduation from college Dr. Vaill studied for the min­
istry, and was settled first, February 2, 1814, at Broomfield, Mass. 
He remained there until October, 1834, when, at his own request, 
he was dismissed and installed in the Second Church of Portland, 
Me. After three years in that church he returned to Broomfield, 
and remained four years. He then labored four years in the in­
terest of Amherst College, after which he accepted a call to preach 
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at Somers, Ct., where he was installed August 6, 1845. Later he 
occupied the pulpit at Palmer, Mass., where he was in 1857. 

Amherst College gave him the degree of Doctor of Divinity in 
1851. 

Nearly one-fourth of his class reached the advanced age of 
eighty, and Dr. Vaill lacked but six: months of that age when he 
died. He had resigned his pastorate in Palmer, and was a mem­
ber of the State legislature. He was traveling from Boston to 
Amherst on legislative business when he met with an accident in 
changing cars, and was taken to his own house in Palmer, where 
he lingered only a few days. ·

In his youth Silas Jones Vail learned the hatter's trade at Dan­
bury, Ct. While still a young man he went to New York and 
took employment in the fashionable hat store of William H. 
Beebe. Later he established himself in business as a hatter at 
118 Fulton Street, where he was for many years successful. But 
the conditions of the trade changed, and he could not change with 
them. After his failure in 1868 or 1870 he devoted his entire 
time and attention to music.

Bishop Vail spent the years of his boyhood in Richmond, Va. 
About 1822, after his father's death, he l'emoved with his grand­
father, Christopher Vail, to Norwich, Ct. In 1831 he graduated 
from Trinity College, at Hartford, Ct. He studied four years at 
the General Theological Seminary in New York City. He was 
ordained deacon by Bishop Brownell, at New Canaan, Ct., in 
July, 1835, and received full orders in 1837. His first service at 
Worcester, Mass., was December 13, 1835. He served as assistant 
at St. James's, Philadelphia, and St. Paul's, Boston. He was for 
two years rector of Christ Church, Cambridge, Mass.; at St. 
John's, Essex, from 1839 till 1844; Christ Church, Westerly, R. I., 
from 1844 till 1857; St. John's, Taunton, Mass., from 1837 till 1863~ 
Trinity, j_\foscatine, Iowa, from 1863 till 1864. On December 15, 
1864, he was consecrated the first Bishop of Kansas, and served 
in that office until his death, in 1889, making his residence at 
Topeka, Kan. At the date of his consecration the Episcopal Church 
in Kansas counted only three occupied parish churches and 
four commenced. In twenty years these had been finished and 
twenty-five entirely new structures had been erected, with sixteen 
parsonages. Under his care Christ's Hospital and Bethany Col­
lege for women were founded at Topeka, Kan. In the year 18,18

Mr. Archibald Vail received his education in the private schools 
of Middletown, finishing at the Wallkill Academy. At the age 
of seventeen he began his business career as a clerk with H. & 
B. G. Vail of Middletown. A year later he went to New York, 
where he was a clerk in a grocery house. On his return to Mid­
dletown, in 1850, he served for two or three years as clerk in the 
dry-goods business of Samuel Denton.· He began business for 
himself in 1853, with James T. King, in the name of King & Vail, 
and continued nine years in the drug business. He then changed 
his business relations and, at first with Thomas B. Scott, later 
with Leander Brink and James A. Clark, conducted a successful 
hardware business.

Dr. Vail was born in the village of Pochuck, now Glenwood, 
N. J. He read medicine with his maternal uncle, Dr. Merit 
Howell Cash of Ridgebury, Orange Co., N. Y., a notable man, 
who at his death left a bequest for the rebuilding of the monu­
ment in honor of those who died at the Battle of Minnisink. This 
monument, standing in the yard of the Presbyterian Church at 
Goshen, was dedicated July 22, 1862, on the eighty-third anni­
versary of the battle. While reading medicine Dr. Vail taught 
in the village school for the munificent salary of twelve dollars a 
month; but living was cheap, as boarding was only seven cents 
a meal-lodging thrown in. At the close of the spring session of 
the Castleton Medical College at Castleton, Vt., June, 1853, Dr. 
Vail graduated with honor. It happened that he was the seventh 
son in a family of ten boys; but it may be questioned whether 
the old superstition had so much to do with his success as the 
close study and application which he had given to the practice of 
the profession. He began his practice at Susquehanna Depot, 
Pa., where he attained a large business, not only as a physician, 
but as a surgeon. It was while practising here that he met and 
married his wife, the second daughter of a successful 1nm berman 
and mill-owner. While still a young doctor in active practice he 
was nominated for Congress, but his ill health did not permit 
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him to take the stump, so he withdrew. In 1860 Dr. Vail removed 
to Newark, N. J. Here he gained a large practice, and was 
elected to represent the district in which he lived in the school 
board, in the county board of Chosen Freeholders, and in the 
Legislature. Becoming possessed of a beautiful tract of land 
between Newark and South Orange, Dr. Vail erected a suitable 
house and took up his residence there. Soon others joined him, 
and the land was properly improved and subdivided. A village 
sprang up with great rapidity and was named Vailsburg. While 
residing at Vailsburg Dr. Vail was appointed county superin­
tendent of schools. 

Never possessed of rugged health, Dr. Vail later sold out his 
holdings at the village which bears his name, and in N ovem her, 
1899, went by a circuitous route to California. There, at Long 
Beach, he again set up a home and identified himself with the 
industries of the place. He aided to start a savings bank, of 
which he is one of the directors, and he is looking forward with 
golden anticipations to his fiftieth wedding an~ersary, which 
will occur next year. /

George T. Vail obtained in Pomfret, Vt., a good English educa­
tion, and was for a time a farmer. About 1867 he went West 
and for some two years was county surveyor at Sedalia, Mo. 
From there he went to California, reaching that State about the 
time of the first "rush" to the Peace River gold fields in Columbia. 
He went with others, and was more successful than some - be­
cause he sold his claim just as winter began. With one com­
panion he crossed the front range of the Rockies, and embarked 
in a canoe with guns and packs on an unknown river. They 
were drawn over falls and lost their entire outfit, escaping barely 
with their lives. Fortunately finding an Indian hut occupied by 
a squaw with several children, they obtained shelter and warmth, 
but no food. About midnight the Indian entered, carrying on 
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his shoulder a cub bear about as large as a Newfoundland dog. 
The family aroused and went to cooking. At the beginning of 
the feast the eldest daughter broiled one paw without the slightest 
dressing or cleaning, and offered this choice tidbit to George. 
Although nearly starved, he could not eat it. The family cleaned 
the bear to the bones before they slept. 

The two adventurers tramped through the snow to the Coast, 
and were so fortunate as to find a vessel, on which they took pas­
sage to Victoria. He spent a year or two on Puget Sound, but 
soon drifted into eastern Oregon, then occupied solely by Indians. 
He built a cabin on lands claimed by Chief Joseph and his tribe, 
and lived there in perfect peace and security. As he was a bache­
lor, his house was vacant in his absence, but no Indian ever 
entered it without his invitation. He reared horses and pros­
pected for gold. His pick, shovel, and pan, with a "grub-stake" 
for two weeks, were kept in readiness, and he wandered for 
hundreds of miles, without seeing a single white man, over a 
region now crossed by two or three lines of railroad. 

After the slaughter of the Indians by troops under Gen. 
Howard, in 1877, the Grand Ronde valley was opened up to set~ 
tiers, and before 1890 there was quite a village within sight of his 
cabin.
